We learn from school many of the essential skills and knowledge for us to be successful in our
endeavours after school. However, as today’s world changes in lightning pace, there is one
aspect that our beloved boys and girls should be taught to better equip them to be competent in
their adulthood.

Financial literacy is not emphasised, if not missing at all, in elementary and secondary education
for most developed and developing countries. With the prevalent reality of the modern financial
markets, where governments adopt a loose monetary policy, the convention idea that we were
taught since we were a child to saving money (whether it is gift money in red pockets received
in Chinese New Year, or extra petty money from our parents) is no longer a sound advice.

This is not to suggest that we should not save. Saving is still a good virtue, but we should teach
our children not to merely put money in the bank (which provides near zero interest). Instead, we
should save value, value that will grow over time substantially which allows for wealth
accumulation as we grow up. Buying (or collecting) assets is a way to achieve this purpose, with

the intrinsic value not diminished but preserved (and hopefully grows over time). It is of course
premature to ask our boys and girls to buy flats, bullion, company shares or bitcoins, but they can start from little things, such as
putting away old coins and money notes, collecting limited edition stamps of sentimental value, items that are of small values
but serve as good examples for them to understand the concept, and at the same time, developing interesting childhood
habits.

Educating our children with adequate financial knowledge is of important priority. It will help them in the
future to cope with the challenge of the global economy that is being transformed into new normal

that even some of us, as parents, are also finding it difficult to catch-up.

[P.S.: The potential risk associated with saving value (or investing) is also important and

should not be ignored. But this will be a topic for another time.]
